All participants will stay at Cumberland
Lodge, a former Royal residence situated in Windsor Great park and now a comfortable and well
equipped conference centre. All bedrooms have en-suite facilities. A limited number of single
rooms are available for a supplement of £300 per person. It should be noted that the course will
be intensive and physically demanding.
